GENERAL PURPOSE
Performs a variety of firefighting and emergency medical response duties as needed to deliver at-the-scene medical care and Intermediate life support (ILS) services and to protect life and property. Operates ambulance to provide emergency medical transport.

SUPERVISION RECEIVED
Works under the close to general supervision of the Fire Chief/Operations Chief/EMS Chief or designee.

SUPERVISION EXERCISED
May provide immediate to close supervision to EMT-Basic while in training or on a project-by-project basis. 
ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS
Responds to emergency medical calls; utilizes radio communications to receive and transmit communications; operates ambulance under emergency conditions and normal conditions to transport accident victims and emergency medical patients to health care facilities, hospitals or other institutions.
Responds to fire calls; performs as member of fire fighting team; responds to emergency calls by riding fire truck to scene of fire; lays and connects water hose, hooks up pump, holds nozzle and directs water stream; raises and climbs ladders and utilizes other specialized equipment such as chemical fire extinguisher, SCBA's, encapsulated chemical suits, power saws, hydraulic rescue tool;  rescues occupants from fire danger, renders emergency medical aid, removes bodies and performs salvage operations.

Evaluates patient's condition and/or injuries and accident scenes and/or medical emergencies and administers aid as per protocol; monitors patient's vital signs and provides basic life support until transported to hospital.

Operates resuscitation and suction devices during cardiopulmonary resuscitation; applies vacuum splints, cervical collars, backboards, and various other medical devices used to immobilize patients during transport and extrication.

Performs intermediate level emergency medical procedures such as blood drawing, external jugular access, subcutaneous injections, intravenous injections, nebulized inhalations, intradermal biological testing, immunological vaccination administrations; administers various advanced levels of medications, i.e., epinephrine, NTG, morphine, glucagons, diphenhydramine, etc.; monitors potassium IV drips.

Applies bandages and dressing on soft tissue injuries as needed to stop bleeding; applies pneumatic anti-shock pants on patients as per protocol to maintain profusion of patient's vital signs; lifts and carries patients from scene to ambulance according to established procedures; performs various basic life saving procedures such as pulse oximetry, blood glucometry, oxygen administration, ventilator applications, splinting, oropharyngeal and nasopharyngeal airway placement, combi tube placement, semi-automatic defibrillation, oral glucose administration, and approved chemical/medication administrations, etc.; assists with emergency child birth.

Performs preventative maintenance on assigned ambulance and fire apparatus; performs daily inspection; cleans exterior and interior of vehicle; assures ambulance is properly stocked with necessary supplies; apprises supervisor as needed to purchase replacement materials or schedule complex repairs; cleans, polishes, tests, and repairs fire fighting apparatus; services, maintains, and repairs fire trucks;  maintains breathing apparatus and other safety equipment.

Receives classroom and field training in a wide range of fire prevention and suppression techniques, principles, and procedures; receives specialized training in salvage and rescue operations, emergency medical aid, civil defense, hazardous materials, disaster, drowning, and other related emergency situations. Receives instruction on policies and procedures to conduct fire prevention inspections on various types of facilities; conducts inspections and advises resident or owner of necessary action to conform to standards.

Prepares and submits a variety of reports related to fire incidents and inspection activity; performs general maintenance necessary to upkeep department building and equipment; sweeps and cleans station floors and rooms, makes beds, washes walls, floors, and windows.

Attends public gatherings to insure observance of fire safety requirements, standards, and regulations; conducts tours for interest groups.

Performs related duties as required.

An equivalent combination of education and experience.

Knowledge, Skills, and Abilities:
Ability to follow detailed verbal or written work instructions; work in dangerous emergency situations; perform strenuous physical labor; assimilate modern fire prevention and fire fighting skills; perform under extreme weather conditions; work on call and on shift work. 
Working knowledge of first-aid and emergency medical techniques and procedures; emergency vehicle operation; various medical procedures necessary to sustain and prolong life in the absence of a medical doctor; medical terminology; various affects of medications or the lack of the same leading to life threatening conditions; interpersonal communication skills.

Some knowledge of laws, ordinances, codes, and regulations effecting goals, objectives, and department operation; modern fire suppression and prevention and emergency medical services principles, procedures, techniques, and equipment; maintenance requirements and practices of firefighting equipment and apparatus; departmental rules, policies and regulations; county geography; first aid and resuscitation techniques and related emergency medical practices and procedures.  Some knowledge of principles; common fire and chemical hazards and related safety precautions; fire fighting techniques and equipment.

Skill in the use of emergency medical aid unit, fire apparatus, fire pumps, hoses, and other standard firefighting equipment, ladders, first aid equipment, radio, pager, personal computer, calculator, telephone.

Ability to communicate effectively, verbally and in writing; make quick and accurate decisions in emergency situations, develop effective working relationships with co-workers and the public.

Special Qualifications:
· Must possess a valid Utah State Drivers’ License.
· Must not have any convictions for driving under the influence of alcohol or drugs or reckless driving offenses within the previous five (5) years or no more than two (2) moving violations within the previous 24 months.
· Must be E.M.T.-I certified or Advanced EMT certification 
· Must be certified Firefighter I or able to receive certification within one year.

· Emergency Vehicle Operator (EVO) Certification may be required.

Work Environment:

Functions of the position periodically performed in an uncontrolled, hazardous environment, subject to all seasonal and weather extremes.  Emergency response travel expected in normal course of performing duties.  Many functions of the work pose high degree of hazard uncertainty; exposure to blood borne pathogens; potential exposure to hazardous materials and chemicals at accident sites. Physical readiness and conditioning may be a condition of job retention; must be able to lift up to 100 lbs.  Various levels of mental application required, i.e., memory for details, emotional stability, discriminating thinking, creative problem solving.  Continuous use of motor skills.
